Things that don’t burn so well, empty shotgun hulls, hard plastic, beverage containers and metal, should be put into
the two big green barrels. Paper, "soft" plastic, and cardboard boxes can be put into the small metal barrels or
directly into one of the burn barrels. Thanks for helping keep our ranges clean and safe for all.
