Everyone shooting on the ranges is also a 

range monitor. If you see something that is 

in violation of these rules, you are more 

than welcome to say something to the 

person not following the rules. If you are 

not comfortable with doing this, go and tell 

the range monitor. 

A range monitor cannot see everything that 

is going on. Also, the range monitor is in 

charge of the rifle and pistol ranges when 

they are on duty. It is their job to point out 

to members when a rule violation is taking 

place.  

It is not acceptable that a member violating 

a rule to argue with, or get mad at the 

range monitor for doing their job which is to 

keep us safe.

Tragedy at Kenosha Gun Club             by: Fred Nabkey 

On April 8th at the Conservation Club of Kenosha County, 

Wisconsin, Donald Bekeleski (72) was shooting trap at about 

11:30am with at 20ga when he had a gun malfunction. As he 

was trying to clear his shotgun, in a unsafe manner, and it fired 

striking James Kloet (64) in the stomach.  

Kloet was flown by helicopter to Froedtert hospital in critical 

condition, and underwent emergency surgery to remove multiple 

pellets from his stomach. He is now expected to make a full 

recovery. 

According to the police report, Mr. Bekeleski had been warned in 

the past about proper firearm safety. The authorities have 

recommended that Bekeleski be charged with injury by negligent 

handling of a dangerous weapon. 

 

This incident coincides with the “Out of the Bag” article in this 

month’s newsletter on Range Rules. But this event says it all, 

doesn’t it? We cannot take gun safety for granted! 

I am sure we are all guilty once in a while with a mental mistake 

on the shotgun or pistol/rifle ranges, and this unfortunate 

accident should really hit home for all of us. We all need to read 

the posted rules at the ranges. We also need to remember how 

to safely handle a misfire. 

I observed some young shooters on skeet field #2 a few weeks 

ago, one shooter was carrying his shotgun on his shoulder, and 

his young friend following him was putting the 20ga shells into 

the gun over his shoulder as he was walking from station #4 to 

#5, then just going to the pad closing his gun and shooting. Yes 

they got an earful, and more. Apologies to the father for being 

gruff to the boys, but who knows, we might have saved a LIFE.  

 

Be familiar with the rules, read the rules, abide by the rules. This 

should apply to all of us. And we will all enjoy a safe and fun 

shooting environment. 

Here is a handy link we should all look at, and review all 

categories of gun misfires, and how to clear them. It could save 

your life and our lives.

Just a little reminder. Now that the summer months are upon us, 

and more shooters will be sharing the fields. Please review. 

Trap Range Rules 

1. Eye & Ear protection is required 

2. Gun action must remain open at all times with no shell in the 

    chamber or magazine.       

3. Gun may be loaded & action closed only when in position to 

     shoot on the designated shooting station when it is your turn  

     to fire.            

4. No more than 1 shell may be loaded at a time unless shooting  

     trap doubles. 

5. Only #71/2 shot or smaller (8&9) allowed. 

6. Please dispose of your empty shells in the buckets provided. 

Skeet Range Rules 

1. Eye & Ear protection is required. 

2. Gun action must remain open at all times with no shell in the 

    magazine or chamber. 

3. Guns may be loaded & actions closed only when in position to 

    shoot on the designated shooting station. 

4. No more than 2 shells may be loaded at one time; with the 

    exception of station 8, one shell at a time. 

5. No shot size larger than #71/2  

6. Before shooting from a station, always be certain adjacent 

    fields within your range of fire are clear of people. 

7. While waiting your turn to shoot, be certain that your position  

    does not infringe upon the shooters line of fire or field of view. 

8. Pick up your empty shells after or during your round of skeet. 

Pistol and Rifle Ranges 

1. ALWAYS keep your firearm UNLOADED until ready to shoot.       

    Firearms may be loaded only on the firing line. 

2. ALWAYS handle your firearm as if it were loaded. 

3. ALWAYS KEEP YOUR FINGER OUTSIDE OF THE 

   Trigger Guard Until Ready To Shoot.
