Winter League
January is coming soon and so is the winter league. We would like to invite everyone to
join in the fun this season. Shooting begins Saturday, January 3rd and runs for 12 weeks
ending on March 25th. We will be offering skeet and trap games for all skill levels, from

beginner to expert, which will include Skeet (12ga. / 20ga. / 28ga./ .410ga.), Trap, Wobble
Trap and Doubles Trap. Team events will be held for 2 man Trap, 5 man Trap, 2 man Skeet

and 5 man Skeet. Each event will be 300 birds (12 lines). There must be at least 5
shooters registered in an event in order for it to be held.

Registration will be on the day the league starts, however you can sign up in advance at
the desk during normal club hours, and late registration is ok too, as long as you can get
your first 4 lines in on time. You must shoot your first 4 registered lines by January 28th,

and you must be a WWSC member to participate.
League Prices this year are $30.00 for registration, which includes your first event.
Additional events are $15.00 each. Team events are $8.00 per team member, and pre-paid
cards will be $54.00 for 12 lines (or $4.50 per line). When your pre-paid card is used up at
the end of the league, drop it into the basket at the banquet (April 4) for a chance to win a
prize. (Are you reading this, Santa? A prepaid shooting card makes a nice present for the
shot gunner on your list!)
Winter league shooting times will be the same as normal club hours: Wed 9:00am – 12:00
noon, Wed 6:00pm – 10:00pm, Sat 10:00am – 2:00pm and Sun10:00am – 2:00pm. The last

line to go out will be no later than ½ hour prior to closing.
